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Organic Seed Alliance (OSA) is a non-profit based in Port Townsend, WA. The organization is founded on the belief that seed is both our common cultural heritage and a living natural resource fundamental to the future sustainability of food production. OSA works with farmers, researchers, the seed industry and other agricultural professionals to develop organic seed systems and protect seed and food integrity. Micaela Colley, OSA Director of Research and Education, will share stories of OSA's work, both locally and nationally. OSA's education workshops, field days, conferences, and publications have reached more than 1,500 organic farmers in the US and Canada, developing and improving farmers' skills in organic seed production and on-farm organic plant breeding. 

Colley also leads the seed and breeding groups within the eOrganic Community of Practice.
