TERMS OF AGREEMENT
In making this application, it is understood and agreed as follows:

  1.
A Security/Damage Deposit of $50.00 is required for each resident.

  2.
The contract will be for a stipulated period. Rent is charged on a monthly basis.  

For residents leaving prior to the end of the rental period, rent will stop when the key is returned.
  3.
The University's acceptance of this application does not guarantee assignment to the room requested.  

  4.
Rooms will normally be ready for occupancy for residents with at least two weeks prior notice.

  5.
Failure to vacate the room by the end of the agreed-upon occupancy date will result in a minimum daily rental charge of $25.00.

  6.
This application may be canceled without forfeiture by notifying the WSU-NWREC Administrative Office in writing with two weeks notice prior to occupancy.  Cancellation after that date will result in the forfeiture of the applicant's Security/Damage Deposit.

I agree to abide by the rules and regulations as stated in the Terms of Agreement above and the "Temporary Rental Agreement” form.  I further certify that I am eligible for this type of housing according to current WSU-Mount Vernon NWREC Olson Heritage Farmhouse policy.

PERIOD OF OCCUPANCY

The period of occupancy is on a month-to-month basis and must be reserved two weeks in advance.  Changes to the term of occupancy must be made in writing to and approved by the WSU-NWREC Administrative Office.  Failure to vacate by the ending date stated on the assignment will result in a rate of $25 per night being charged through or until eviction.



      

 RESIDENTS
Only those individuals who have 1) completed a rental application and 2) confirmed their assignment, will be considered residents.  All other individuals will be considered guests.  WSU-NWREC reserves the right to terminate the Rental Agreement of any resident who willfully houses guests for longer than five days without written permission of the WSU-Mount Vernon NWREC Administrative Office.  This agreement is not assignable, nor are the premises of any part thereof to be sublet without the written consent of WSU-Mount Vernon NWREC.

RENT

Residents, in consideration of the rent, may utilize the above-described room and common areas under the condition they will be occupied solely as a dwelling by those undersigned.  Rent will be charged on a monthly basis.  In the event a resident leaves prior to termination of this agreement, his/her rent will be stopped.   WSU-Mount Vernon NWREC reserves the right to charge rent for each day the keys remain in possession of the resident.  Rent is due WITHOUT NOTICE by the 16th of the month for each month.  If rent is not paid in accordance with the aforementioned schedule, the resident(s) agrees to pay a late payment fee of $25.00.  Accounts with rent checks returned by the bank will be charged a late payment fee of $25.00, plus a return check charge of $15.00.
SECURITY/DAMAGE DEPOSIT

WSU-NWREC agrees to refund the $50.00 Security/Damage Deposit to the resident(s).  This is dependent upon the premises being left in as good a condition as at the time of occupancy and no other financial obligations to WSU-Mount Vernon NWREC being outstanding; reasonable use, and/or damage by fire or the elements not the fault of the resident(s) excepted.
UTILITIES

The resident(s) understands that he/she will be provided electricity and local telephone service for the rental unit but will be responsible for personal connection of other telephone hook-ups or cable television. Payment of any and all charges related to deposit service and delinquencies are the responsibility of the resident.  WSU-NWREC reserves the right to bill the residents' account for any unpaid telephone or cable balance or delinquency resulting from the occupancy of the resident that revert to WSU-NWREC due to the resident's nonpayment.

KEYS

Dormitory room keys are the property of WSU-Mount Vernon NWREC, and may not be duplicated. The rooms and outside doors should be kept locked at all times.  The original keys must be returned to the WSU-Mount Vernon NWREC Maintenance Department office or the Administrative Office upon completion or termination of this Rental Agreement.  Keys are not to be passed to roommates or new residents.
WSU-Mount Vernon NWREC and the resident further agree that:

 1.
Resident(s) will use the premises as a dwelling.

 2.
NO ANIMALS WILL BE KEPT, FED, OR HARBORED ON OR ABOUT THE PREMISES.
 3.
No boisterous noises or belligerent conduct will be committed on or about the premises.  Residents found in continuous violation of noise ordinances will be asked to vacate the house.

 4
No destruction will be done or permitted on or about the premises.

 5.
The premises will be kept neat and clean at all times.

 6.
No fire hazard will be kept or permitted, nor will barbecuing or use of grills be permitted on decks or patio areas.

 7.
No alteration or improvement will be made to, or on, the premises.

 8.
The resident(s) will pay for costs of opening and repairing plumbing due to clogging or stoppage by material or foreign objects placed in the plumbing.

 9.
The resident will give immediate written notice to the WSU-Mount Vernon NWREC maintenance office of any dangerous condition on or about the premises.

10.
The resident(s) agrees not to do anything upon the premises that is contrary to any federal law, law of the state of Washington or ordinance of the City of Mount Vernon or Skagit County.

11.
Resident(s) will hold WSU-Mount Vernon NWREC harmless from any damages or injury to property or person in or about the above premises.

12.
It is agreed that an agent of WSU-Mount Vernon NWREC may go on the above premises at any reasonable hour for purpose of inspection, to make repairs, or to show premises.

13.
WSU-Mount Vernon NWREC agrees to keep the roof, floor, walls, and windows in a good state of repair.

14.
In the event of damage or destruction of the dwelling unit by fire or other casualty, WSU-Mount Vernon NWREC may cancel the Rental Agreement and refund the resident(s) any unearned rent. 

15.
The premises rented to the resident(s) is housing operated by WSU-Mount Vernon NWREC, and the resident(s) agree(s) that all current and future rules or regulations adopted by WSU-Mount Vernon NWREC that apply to said housing will be received and complied with by the resident(s) the same as though copied in full in this agreement.

16.
In the event the resident(s) fail(s) to keep any covenant or condition, or in the event WSU-Mount Vernon NWREC gives the resident(s) a notice of default, WSU-NWREC may at its option terminate this Rental Agreement after notice in writing is given the resident(s).

17. The resident(s) understands that unpaid rent, charges for cleaning, damage to property, equipment, and furnishings are an obligation to WSU-Mount Vernon NWREC.  Student transcripts will not be issued by WSU's Registrar until full settlement has been made.  In the event a resident's(s) account is assigned for collection, the resident(s) agrees to pay attorney fees and/or collection costs.  Request for future housing will be considered only if payments are current.

18. Recognizing that the Farmhouse is located on a research facility, residents or guests will be responsible for supervision of their children playing outside the Farmhouse, and keeping them out of experimental fields.
