Spotted Wing Drosophila (SWD) was introduced into California in 2008 and has become established in the Pacific Northwest.  It has been found in the Puyallup river valley and is becoming one of the most destructive pests to cherry, raspberry, blackberry, blueberry, strawberry, plums, pluots, nectarines, and, and recent evidence indicates that they may feed on wine grapes. This new pest was found in 10 counties in Washington fruits during 2009.  Farmers and gardeners need to prepare for the 2010 season.
